12th January 1827, No. 8
From Agent NEF - offers suggestions regarding the guns belonging to the two row boats which are to remain in Assam, and encloses copy of a letter from Lieut. Bedingfield containing the information respecting Mr Bruce required by the instructions of the 5th August

12th January 1827, No. 18
From the Quarter Master General of India - annexes copy of a letter from Lieut. Neufville reporting the tranquil state of the Assam frontier and expressing hopes of opening the road by the Deehong River through the Bor Abor country

26th January 1827, No. 6
From Agent NEF - solicits the sanction of government to engage a person in the Political Department for the purpose of being deputed to negotiate with certain hill tribes on a salary of 50 Rs as well as a Mohurrir at 20 Rs per mensem, with the usual travelling allowance

16th February 1827, No. 10
From Agent NEF - In reply to orders if the 12th January last, reports that Mr Bruce who rendered him assistance in obtaining intelligence from Assam is a brother of the person of that name in the flotilla service, and that the former in lieu of a pecuniary compensation for his services, solicits a permanent lease of Cacharee Hath and Panee Phat two marts of trade in Upper Assam

23 March 1827, No. 28
From the Quarter Master General - Annexes copies of letters from Captains Jones and Neufville of the Survey Department employed in Assam, communication information regarding beds of coal and the Dihong River 

12th April 1827, No. 11
From the Agent NEF - encloses copy of a letter from Captain Neufville reporting the arrival of some heralds with intelligence of the preparations making by the Emperor of China to replace Rajah Chow Wo on the throne of his ancestors at Moonkhoom and ultimately to invade Ava - together with a transcript of the letter addressed to that chief and the proclamation issued to the Ghams enjoining strict neutrality

12th April 1827, No. 13
In reply to [No.11] - approving the tenor of the letter addressed by Captain Neufville to the son of the late Rajah of Moonkhoom and Hoon-Kiew in reply to their application for our aid and co-operation, as also of the proclamation issued to the border chiefs directing them to maintain strict neutrality in any contest between the Chinese and the Burmese

12th April 1827, No. 14
From the Quarter Master General - annexes copy of a letter from Captain Neufville reporting intelligence of the assemblage of a considerable force composed of Shams and Chinese with the design of regaining possession of Moonkhoom and ultimately of invading Ava

20th April 1827, No. 14
From the Surveyor General of India - transmits copy of a letter from Lieut. Wilcox Surveyor in Assam reporting his proceedings at Suddeya

1st June 1827, No. 37
From the Surveyor General of India - transmits copy of a journal kept during a survey up the Depung River by Captain Bedford, late Surveyor in Assam

15th June 1827, 9A
Agent NEF - desiring him to transmit a list of the names and condition of any Assamese who are now prisoners in Ava, in order to enable Sir Archibald Campbell to call upon the Burmese Government to deliver them up

24th August 1827, No. 17
From the Surveyor General of India - annexes a copy of  a letter from Lieut. Wilcox Surveyor in Assam soliciting the indulgence of being allowed the full salary of a surveyor during the rainy mmonths of July, August and September, and states the grounds on which he recommends the application in question be complied with

31st August 1827, No. 4
From Agent NEF - encloses extract from a letter from Captain Neufville submitting translations of a correspondence with the malcontent chief Chow Khoon Kiew

7th September 1827, No. 17
From Agent NEF - reports the plunder of the articles which were despatched to Suddeya for the public service, amounting involve to rupees 808-6-18 and solicits permission to order a fresh investment of silk and other goods to the extent of Rs 2000 with a view to encourage a trade between Assam and the countries to the eastward

28th September 1827, No. 54
From the Agent NEF - solicits the sanction of Government to furnish the Suddeya Militia with clothing once in three years and to present the officers of that corps with certain articles of dress of the total value of 1000 Rs - also to attach to the above corps the eight elephants caught in Assam

26th October 1827, No. 20
From Agent NEF - in obedience to orders of the 5th January and 18th August last, submits copies and extracts of correspondence relative to the coal mine discovered near Rungpore in Upper Assam

26th October 1827, No. 22
In reply to his dispatch of the 4th Instant conveying instructions for forming a depot of coal for the use of the steam boat intended for the Burhampooter

26th October 1827, No. 23
From Agent NEF - requests the sanction of government for continuing the practice which prevailed under the Assam government of making certain annual presents of the value of Rs 192 to the Bhooteeya and Duphla chiefs, chargeable on the revenues of Lower Assam
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
