25th January 1828, No. 9
Extract from Military Dept. January 11th 1828, No. 183 - containing copies of correspondence respecting clothing required for the Suddeya Militia which Captain Neufville has ordered to be made in Calcutta

8th February 1828, No. 31
Agent NEF - submits the annual treasury account for the Bengal year 1232 and solicits the sanction of govt to certain changes in the Revenue and Judicial Department with a request that he may be vested with discretionary power to incur such changes without the necessity of making constant references for the authority of government

15th February 1828, No. 2
Agent NEF - report his conference with two envoys lately arrived in Assam from the local authorities at Mong Hkong, bringing a letter for the Rajah of Assam, of which and of the reply, copies are enclosed. Lt Barnett will accompany the envoys on their return, with a view to effect a survey of the route from Assam to the Burmese territory. Recommends the grant of the usual allowance of a Surveyor to that officer while employed in this duty

29th February 1828, No. 6
Agent NEF - solicits information as to the extent of the operation of the orders of government as to the effect of the operation of the orders of government prohibiting presents

29th February 1828, No.8
Agent NEF - reports the circumstances which led to the suspension of Lieutenant Barnett's journey to Moong Khoong and the directions which he intends to give that officer

29th February 1828, No. 9
Forwards a list of Assamese subjects detained in captivity in the Burmese territory

29th February 1828, No. 11
In reply to the above three despatches, notifying the wishes of government on the subject of presents, desiring him to instruct Lt Burnett to return to his corps, and objecting to any formal application to the Court of Ava for the release of the Assamese subjects above alluded to

29th February 1828, No. 15
From the Adjutant General - communicates the sanction of the commandre in chief to the selection by the authorities in Assam of Lieut. Burnett to proceed to Moong Khong on a survey and His Excellency's recommendation that a suitable allowance may be assigned to that officer while employed on this duty

7th March 1828, No. 8
In reply to the preceding dispatch - communicating the resolutions and instructions of Govt on the subject of the settlement and disposal of the territory of Assam - appointment of Captain Neufville to be Political Agent in Upper Assam, and to command the Rungpore Local Corps, including in the former capacity of civil allowance of Rs. 600 per mensem. Remark regarding the system of judicial administration proposed by that officer for the tracts of land placed under his control with reference more particularly to the Singphos - Arrangement to be adopted in the event of the withdrawal of the Regular troops from Assam - Authority for the construction of two small forts on the eastern frontier according to the plan submitted by Captain Neufville

25th April 1828, No. 53
Agent NEF - In obedience to the orders of the 15th June 1827, transmits copy of a letter from Captain Neufville forwarding a list of persons carried into captivity by the Singphoos

2nd May 1828, No. 14
Agent NEF - transmits copy of a letter from Lt Neufville on the subject of his assuming charge of the administration of affairs in Upper Assam, the proposed removal of the Head Quarters of his corps to Rungpore and the temporary attachment to it of another European officer - suggests also that the necessary orders may be issued regarding the raising of the two Goorkah companies to be addressed to the Rungpore Light Infantry

2nd May 1828, No. 19
From Agent NEF - encloses a translation of a letter from Phakeal Phookun soliciting the aid of British troops together with Captain Neufville's reply to that communication

2nd May 1828, No. 22
In answer to the preceding dispatch - disapprovong the concluding sentence of Captain Neufville's reply to the Phookun, and enjoining the observance of caution on the part of that officer in framing answers to any applications from the chiefs of some barbarous tribes living beyond the British frontiers

5th September 1828, No. 14
From Agent NEF - in reply to the two foregoing despatches authorizing him to carry into effect the measures proposed in his letter of the 20th Ultimo respecting the Chief of ? and intimating that the necessary correction of Bor for Sing Khamti has been made in his despatch of the 8th ultimo

4th December 1828, No. 10
Agent - annexes copy of a letter from Captain Neufville regarding the assemblage of a body of insurgents in Upper Assam, and the detachment of a party of troops against them

4th December 1828, No. 11
Agent - transmits copy of a dispatch from his Assistant Capt. White at Ghowahutty, regarding a serious outrage committed in the Assamese territory by the Daupa Raja and two other [?Shootaun] functionaries, and encloses translation of a letter addressed to the Deb Rajah in consequence
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
