6th January 1826, No 43
From the Agent on the NE Frontier - offers his sentiments respecting the future defence and security of Assam and recommending among others measures for the establishment of steam boats on the Burhampooter

6th January 1826, No. 49
From the Assistant Quarter Master General - encloses copy of a letter from Lieutenant Jones relative to the route to Suddeya

6th January 1826, No. 50
From the Surveyor General of India - transmits copy of a letter from Captain Bedford employed on survey in Assam, forwarding with that officer's sentiments thereon, extracts from a journal kept on the Dihung River

13th January 1826, No. 17
To the Agent on the NE Frontier transmitting a copy of a correspondence with the Adjutant General with intimation that the necessary orders will be issued from the Military Department for constructing a permanent cantonment at Bishnauth in Assam, and prescribing the observance of caution in regard to the demolition of the temples alluded to by Colonel Richards

13th January 1826, No. 18
From the Asst. Adj. Gen. Transmits copy of a letter from Lieutenant Colonel Sargent commanding in Assam reporting the arrival of the detachment under his command at Suddeeah, and the little prospect of any sufficient portion of his force being able to penetrate into the mountains of Ava for the reasons therein detailed

27th January 1826, No. 36
From the Agent ... Encloses a copy of a letter from Lt Col Sargent, Commanding in Assam, reporting the measures adopted by him in consequence of intelligence of the arrival of a body of Burmese at Beesagong

27th January 1826, No. 39
From the Agent ... Transmits an extract of a letter from Lieut. Jones to the Brigadier Major in Assam reporting his arrival at Beesa, and dispersion of the party of Burmese stationed there

27th January 1826, No. 49
From the Surveyor General of India - submits copy of a letter from Captain Bedford reporting the partial failure of his attempt to ascend the Depung River and his zealous desire to trace the sources of the Burrumpooter. Encloses a transcript of the letter addressed by him to Captain Bedford in reply

27th January 1826, No. 50
From the Agent ... Transmitting copies of a correspondence with the Surveyor General and desiring him to afford every proper aid and facility to Captain Bedford or any other officer employed on the survey alluded to

3rd February 1826, No. 25
From the Asst. Qtr. Master Gen. - Annexes copy of a despatch form Lieut. Jones reporting on the nature of the road leading from Burhath to Suddeya, skirmish with a party of Burmese and his halt at Beesagong

24th February 1826, No 12
From the Surveyor General of India - Annexes copies of letters from Lieutenants Wilcox and Pemberton reporting the result of their enquiries and labours in the Survey Department

17th March 1826, No. 17
From Agent ... In reply to instructions of the 13th Instant, reports the extent of the civil duties performed by Lieut. Colonel Richards in Assam

17th March 1826, No. 31
From the Asst. Adjutant General - transmits copy of a letter form Lieutenant Colonel Sargent commanding in Assam reporting his having recalled the Rungpore local battalion from Beesagong to Suddeeah leaving a detachment of 80 men at Duffa

17th March 1826, No. 33
From the Asst. Qtr. Master Gen. - Annexes copy of a letter from Lieutenant Jones reporting the tranquil state of the Hookum country, and the expected return of some of the Gaums who are inclined to enter into amicable terms

17th March 1826, No. 34
From the Asst. Quarter Master General - Transmits a copy of a letter from Lieutenant Jones enclosing translation of one from the Singphoo and Kakoo chiefs expressive of their desire to maintain firendly relations with the British Government

28th March 1826, No. 21
From the Asst Qtr Master Gen. - annexes copy of a letter from Lieut. Jones in which he proposes to explore the route to the Singphoo country

22nd April 1826, No. 31
From Capt. Crisp in charge of the Surveyor General's office. Encloses copy of a letter from Lt Pemberton given an account of his proceedings in the Survey Department

12th May 1826, No. 29
Captain Crisp in charge of the Surveyor General's office - annexes extract from a letter from Captain Bedford reporting his visit to the Burmah Koond after a harassing survey up the Lakato

19th May 1826, No. 7
From the Agent ... Encloses with his remarks, translations of letters from certain chiefs and authorities residing in the countries beyond the Eastern boundary of Assam and proposes the deputation of Lieutenant Wilcox to that quarter

19th May 1826, No. 9
With reference to the above, enclosed a translation of the answers addressed by him to Khaon Khya Chowfa encouraging him to be a commercial intercourse, and proposes the establishment of a fair at Suddeya

19th May 1826, No. 11
In reply to the two foregoing letters approving the communication made by him to Khaon Khya Chowfa, as well as the proposal for establishing a fair at Suddeya

19th May 1826, No. 12
Encloses a translation of a letter received by the Beesa Gaum from a party of Burmese who have come for the supposed purpose of settling the boundary between Assam and the countries subject to the King of Ava, solicits the instructions of Government and submits his own view of the question

19th May 1826, No. 14
In continuation of the preceding letter reports that the Burmese deputy arrived yesterday bringing a letter to the commanding officer from Sir Archibald Campbell announcing the conclusion of peace

19th May 1826, No. 15
In reply to the two foregoing letters - communicating instructions on the subject of settling the boundaries between the two states on the side of Upper Assam

7th July 1826, No. 21
Submits a letter from Lieut. Neuvfille on the subject of arrangements in regard to the future settlement of the Gaum of Beesa &c.

7th July 1826, No. 31
From the Commissioners in Assam - Submitting for sanctions a statement of the establishment required for conducting the revenue and judicial business of the Assam territory, detailing the principles by which they propose to regulate their proceedings in regard to those branches of administration, reporting the appointment of a native commission to make a fresh enumeration of the Payiks and a new allotment of land for their maintenance, proposing the grant of a donation of Rs. 3000 to the persons so employed, on the completion of the task, and enclosing a statement of proposed grants to the Assames princes, ex functionaries of state, &c.

7th July 1826, No. 34
From the Commissioners in Assam - In continuation of the above. Transmitting an abstract statement of the collections of revenue in the eastern part of Assam by the Burmese authorities in 1822, an explanatory of the eventual revenue proceeds of the Assam country for the collection of which the proposed establishment is required

14th July 1826, No. 9
Encloses a copy ad translation of the engagements entered into by the Singpho chiefs with the British Government and reports the nature of the proclamation he has issued in regard to those who have absented themselves - suggests various arrangements for the future control of the chiefs in question - expediency of establishing a traffic in European manufactures, and constructing a fort in Suddeya where a European officer should be stationed in a political capacity, recommends the appointment of Lieut. Neufville to that office permanently and requests the sanction of government to pay to Lieut. Bedingfield the authorized allowance of 200 Rs. Per mensem during his temporary employment at Suddeya. Some account of the Kamptees and other tribes

21st July 1826, No. 13
In continuation of his letter of the 12th Ultimo on the subject of the defence of the North Eastern Frontier of Assam, submits copies of a correspondence with Lieutenant Bedingfield regarding the proposed organisation of a militia at Suddeya

5th August 1826, No. 25
Transmits with his observations copy of a letter form Mr Bruce submitting a statement of the losses suffered by him and his brother during the late war and soliciting compensation

5th August 1826, No. 29
Submits a copy of a letter form Lt. Bedingfield with its enclosure from the Beesa Gaum regarding an apprehended attack upon him by the Ex-Chief of Dupha and others and reports the arrangements amde for eventually affording assistance to the Gaum

8th September 1826, No.17
Submits the expediency of employing another officer and Mr Bruce of the Flotilla Establishment, to accompany Lieut. Wilcox on his proposed tour to the north and north east of Assam, and the considerations which have induced him to relinquish his intended excursion to the northward of Gowahatty

15th September 1826, No. 62
Encloses copy of a letter from Lieutenant Wilcox, together with a transcript of a journal kept on a survey up the Burhampooter and Lukatoo River to Burmakoond by Lieut. Bedford

20th October 1826, No. 19
From the Surveyor General of India - encloses copy of a letter form Lieut. Wilcox, Surveyor in Assam forwarding through Mr Scott a plan of the Lenga Panee, and a sketch of the two routes to the sources of the Burrumpooter and Borkhamtee Province with explanatory remarks 

10th November 1826, No. 21
Submits with his observations copy of a despatch from Captain Neufville relative to the militia and other military force which it is proposed to organize for the defence of the eastern part of Assam

10th November 1826, No. 26
From the Surveyor General of India - Annexes copy of a letter from Lieutenant Wilcox forwarding a sketch of the valley of Hookoong, including the route from Beesa on the Dehing to Beesa on the Toorung and one route thence to Moonkoong 

1st December 1826, No. 44
From the Qtr Master Gen. - annexes copy of a letter from Captain Neufville regarding the Meeree and Abor tribes, and the portion of territory occupied by them
