26th February 1830, No. 5
From Agent NEF - reports the descent  of  a body of Abors into the plains of Upper Assam to reclaim the Meerees and others who had settled there, and suggests the payment of a sum of about 1000 or 1200 Rupees to enable such of the latter as may be willing to their former location, and thus conduce to pacify the savage hill tribe of Abors

26th February 1830, No. 6
To the Agent - informing him that Govt. cannot entertain the proposition submitted in the foregoing letter, but authorizing the adoption of any arrangement by which traffic may be promoted between the people of the hills and the Assamese of the plains sanctioning the construction of eight block houses for the accommodation of small groups as recommended by Captain Neufville at an expense not exceeding Rs 400 each, the amount to be recovered by a police [?] upon the inhabitants of the district

5th March 1830, No. 3
From the Agent NEF - forwards copies and extracts of letters with their enclosures from the Political Agent in Upper Assam, communicating reports of some apparently hostile preparations amongst the Khamtees, Singphos &c. aided by their brethren beyond the frontier

5th April 1830, No. 4
In continuation of the above, submits copy and translation of report made by the [?] coming at Suddeya to Captain Neufville, urging his interview and conference with an individual supposed to be an Assamese [?] or Prince, the avowed object of whose visit is an attempt to subvert the authority of Govt. in Upper Assam

12th March 1830, No. 1
From the Agent NEF - submits copies of dispatches relative to the appearance of a considerable body of the border tribes in the neighbourhood of Suddeya and reports the call made for reinforcements from Jemalpore. 

12th March 1830, No.3
From Agent NEF - in continuation of this despatch of the 5th Instant reports the receipt of a letter from the [?Dompa?] Rajah giving an entirely different account of the transaction therein reported, and the Agents intention to proceed to the frontier for the purposes of facilitating the adjustment of the matter

12th March 1830, No. 4A
From Agent NEF - encloses copy of a letter from Captain Neufville announcing the dispersion of the insurgents in Upper Assam by a detachment if the Rungpore Light Infantry

12th March 1830, No. 9 & 11
Transmits copy of letters from Captain Neufville relative to the great disturbances in Assam

26th March 1830, No. 17
Sub,its copy of a dispatch from Captain Neufville in Upper Assam reporting his having attacked and dispersed the Singphoos

16th April 1830, No. 6
From the Agent NEF - transmits copy of a letter from Captain Neufville reporting his having attacked and dispersed the body of Singphos who had entered our territories with hostile intentions

16th April 1830, No. 8
Submits Captain Neufville's report of his further operations in the repulsion of the Singphoos from Upper Assam

30th April 1830, No. 5
Submits copy of a letter from Captain Neufville reporting the particulars of a conspiracy against us by some of the ex-chiefs of Assam
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
