To the Agent - submitting copy of the instruction of this date to Captain Jenkins and Lieut. Pemberton regarding the survey of the North East Frontier with directions to afford them every facility in prosecution of the duty and instructing the local authorities to do the same

19th August 1831, No. 5
To the Agent - transmitting for his information and guidance copies of a letter of the 8th Instant from Captain Jenkins and Lieut. Pemberton and of the reply of this date ... 

4th February 1831, No. 3
To Captain Jenkins apprizing him that he has been selected to take a survey of the Eastern Frontier under instructions with which he will be hereafter furnished authorizing him to draw a consolidated allowance of [?Sonat?] Rupees 1500 per mensem in the Political Department and to charge his bonafide travelling expenses in a contingent bill and directing him to submit for the sanction of government a statement of the office establishment which he may consider it indispensable to entertain

4th February 1831, No. 4
To Lieutenant Pemberton - apprizing him that he is to be associated with Captain Jenkins in the performance of a duty relating to a survey of the [Military?] posts on Eastern Frontier and authorizinghim to continue to draw his surveyors allowance and the deputation allowance of Rs 250 hitherto assigned to him in the Political Department, charging his bona fide travelling expenses in a contingent bill

11th February 1831, No. 1
To Captain Jenkins and Lt Pemberton - conveying instructions for their guidance in the execution of the duty on which they are about to proceed to Arracan
